Cllr Hedworth was unanimously elected as Chairman and signed the required acceptance of office.

The clerk advised that apologies had been received from Cllr Irving and PCSO Nichol.

Report on action taken

3.1. by councillors
3.1.1 Play area: report from RT
Cllr Taylor advised that the Playground Inspection had taken place as he had met the inspector during a routing visit. No report had been received as yet.
Cllr Taylor believed that a tree might need removing from the site and it might be prudent to have the condition of the other trees checked at the same time.

A couple of screws were missing from a bench and Cllr Taylor said he would replace these.
3.1.2 Footpaths: (AN);
Current situation concerning the obstructed footpath.
It was believed that there was no longer an obstruction.
Enquiries would be made concerning the legality of use of quad bikes on the footpaths – as raised at the Annual Parish Meeting.

The condition of the footpath near Powhill was discussed with no action being taken at this point.

A ‘sink hole’ had appeared close to one of the footpaths and the matter would be raised with the landowner by Cllr Kirk.
3.1.3 Highways steward (SW)
Cllr Willis advised that a number of potholes had been reported. Surface water near Powhill was still a problem and had been reported again. Two defective street lights would be reported.
3.1.4 Newsletter group
Cllr Day confirmed that a newsletter had just been issued.

3.2- by the clerk

The clerk advised that a new Printer had been purchased in consultation with the Chairman.

The portion of the cost borne by Kirkbride PC would appear on the next Agenda.

3.3 Public participation (at the Chairman’s discretion)
Mr and Mrs Taylor, when given an opportunity to speak, advised that they had come along to hear the outcome of the recent consultation.

Cllr Fairbairn gave his report.

The condition and circumstances concerning the water problem at Powhill were sought and Cllr Fairbairn requested further details.

Cllr Fairbairn said he would investigate the position concerning the use of quad bikes on Bridleways.
He reported on the considerable flood remedial work which was taking place across the County.

The need to maintain ditches in order to remove surface water from the roads was highlighted. For this reason, he felt that it was important that the proposed Internal Drainage Board came to fruition.

Finally, the Kirkbride School report given at the Annual Parish Meeting was mentioned and congratulations given for the highlighted successes.

Cllr Hedworth advised that there were no matters from Allerdale BC to bring to the attention of Cllrs.

4
 New business
